The motion picture film industry will be afforded the same police protection and services as our citizens and business community.  The CSPD will assure that a safe community environment is maintained to accommodate filming ventures in our city.  Every effort will be made to accommodate filming operations through the availability of special police services.  These special police services may include extra-duty officers, off-duty employment, special public thoroughfare use permits and authorized use of department facilities and equipment.

Extra-duty officers are obtained through the Police Department Extra-Duty Coordinator.  The Coordinator will review all requests for extra-duty officers and will assure that the use and number of extra-duty officers is appropriate.

The primary duty of officers working extra-duty assignments shall be to protect life and property, keep the peace and enforce City ordinances, State and Federal laws.

Officers working extra-duty assignments who are mobile and/or radio-equipped may be diverted from their assignments to respond to in-progress incidents in life-threatening situations and only when there are no on-duty units immediately available.  (The decision to divert extra-duty officers will be at the discretion of the dispatcher).

Officers appearing in film productions shall do so only as approved off-duty employment.  Production companies shall not film any departmental attire, insignia or logo identifying the CSPD or any facilities or equipment belonging to the Police Department.

Police facilities and equipment will not be permitted to be used in the making of, or appear in, film productions without prior approval of the Chief of Police.  Requests for access to or use of Police Department facilities and equipment will be determined by the Police Department, the rental amount will reflect the repair and maintenance, administrative costs, amortization and other like expenses for the period of time used.

Notification should be provided to the Police and Fire Departments when street access is blocked.  The Fire Department should also be notified when access and egress to buildings are blocked.  All filming productions must meet with current Fire Code standards.  A permit will be required for fireworks displays, explosives or blasting, open burning, hazardous materials, tents and air-supported structures.  The permit will include the completion of an application, an inspection fee, and inspection of the activity is taking place.

No city facilities, vehicles or equipment shall be used by the film industry without prior agreement with Public Works Group.  All requests shall be submitted to the Group Support Manager 45 days in advance of the actual date needed.  Use of facilities, vehicles or equipment shall be dependent upon the seasonal workload of the department or affected division and schedule in advance.  Rental charges will be assessed for facilities, vehicles and equipment as established by Public Works Group.

The production company shall be responsible for the repair of any property damage occurring during their activities and any other damages directly related to such activities after their occurrence.  The company shall also execute such indemnity and hold harmless any agreements as are deemed appropriate by Public Works Group. Use of transit busses for other than normal fixed-route service could be considered charter service, which the City cannot participate in.  This determination is made on a case-by-case basis.

All productions that require closing a lane of traffic or a street require a traffic flow plan to be filled with the Public Works Group, 72 hours prior to closure.  All local barricading companies may assist with this process.  Some "typical" plans are kept on file with Traffic Engineering and may be used or modified depending upon the situation.

All projects are reviewed on a case-by-case basis.  Generally a $200 per day special event permit is required.  Three to four weeks are preferred for permit processing.  Refundable damage/clean-up deposits are required.  Proof of insurance is required: $600,000 bodily injury and property damage combined, listing El Paso County as co-insured.  The use of vehicles off-road may require additional damage deposits and permit fee, but is generally not permitted.

Any commercial filming on National Forest System land requires a special use permit.  Local District Rangers should be the first contact for this permit.  Permit fees will vary depending upon specific land use, length of filming, size of production crew, etc.  Certain projects may require a reclamation bond. Liability insurance may be required, naming the USA as additional insured.  Reimbursement of administrative costs on large projects may be necessary.  At least 90 days' lead time is requested to evaluate application, conduct environmental impact studies and prepare permits.

Department of Defense (DoD) regulations require that a production benefit the DoD or otherwise be in the national interest.  Authenticity of the portrayal of military operations, or historical incidents, persons or places depicting a true interpretation of military life and compliance with accepted standards of dignity and propriety must be upheld.  

Requests for assistance should include a synopsis, treatment or completed script; anticipated specific support requirements including equipment, AV materials, military manpower, aircraft flying hours, etc. a projected production schedule including filming dates and location; a statement that requested equipment and personnel services cannot be obtained from commercial or private enterprises; a statement that a "hold harmless" agreement and certificate of insurance will be provided prior to any location photography; a statement that the requester owns, or has the authority to submit, the material for production assistance; and five copies of the final or latest revision of the script.  Military installations cannot be used to endorse commercial ventures.
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
